Fellowship Bible Church began in 1977 with 18 individuals and has experienced rapid growth in recent years. As the

The church’s new campus is located on 50 acres in west Little Rock and, when all phases are complete, will be
comprised of approximately 200,000 sq. ft. with 3 worship centers, children’s and youth buildings, recreation space
and offices.
